• �You must have a minimum grade of “C” or equivalent in all major required coursework as well as the courses used to satisfy our NIU Foundational Studies writing and oral 

communication requirements. 
• �Minimum cumulative GPA to begin Year Three fall coursework and all courses after is a 2.75. 
• �Successful completion of the subject matter knowledge test administered by the Illinois Licensure Testing System is required prior to enrolling in Year Four spring semester. 
• �A criminal background check (CBC) is required for enrollment in all clinical experiences. 
• �Annual verification of freedom from tuberculosis (TB test) before being allowed to participate in any clinical experience, including student teaching.
